 Action Item 1  

 SMDHA Liaison to provide the committee with information surrounding other 
legislation that addresses issues with protection of small drinking water systems:  
Karen Wierzbicki advised the committee that the Health Protection & Promotion Act, 
regulations 318 and 319, effective from December 1, 2008, regulated small 
residential drinking water systems.  The regulations require a risk - based approach 
to the management of each system.  It was noted that there are many hundreds of 
these systems in the Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit, and that the previous 
MOE regulations (170 and 252) apply during a two year transition phase.

Report, which included that some 130 municipal systems.  All systems would be 
discussed at the TWG meetings, with a focus on systems where Tier 3 water 
budgets are undertaken,  concern is raised by SPC members or the public.  For 
issues that are outside the mandate of the Source Protection Committee, it was 
suggested that a section would be included in the Assessment Report noting 
concerns raised.  It is anticipated that additional meetings for the TWG will be 
required to deal with the work load in preparation of the Assessment Report.

(a)  Property Entry Training – Section 88 of the Cl ean Water Act  
Hydrogeologist Shelly Cuddy provided a presentation on Section 88 of the Clean 
Water Act.  The presentation covered power of entry and the Property Entry 
Training Course provided by the Ministry of the Environment. 
 
The purpose of Section 88 is to allow appropriately trained persons to enter private 
property for the purpose of completing the Assessment Report or Source Protection 
Plan.  It was emphasized that these powers of entry were looked upon as a last 
resort and the expectation is that staff will be working cooperatively with 
landowners.  The protocol of initial contact with land owners and conduct whilst on 
the property were discussed as were the powers of entry and other legislative 
authorities.  Best practices were summarised, including biosecurity and industrial 
property entry protocols and hazards, and methods of record keeping.
